Old Business:

350" Celebration Update: Council member LeFevre gave a recap on how to buy commemorative
glasses at Town Hall and spoke about the upcoming Comedy Show at May 5, 2023 at Sycamore.

Town Wide Ambulance District Update: Council member Tutay and LeFevre met with the
Ravena Rescue Squad and reviewed the budgetary needs. There are a few missing pieces but
they should be available soon. Supervisor McHugh asked Attorney James Peluso what the next
steps will be. Mr. Peluso said the next step would be a public hearing and resolution.

Town Hall Mold Remediation: A Copy of the report came in. Asbestos was present and mold in
the lower parts of Town Hall. Superintendent Baker stated there was a lot of factors to consider.
The project will need to be done in phases. It has been recommended the addition be removed
and the entire foundation be checked. The engineers have estimated roughly 1- 1.5 million
dollars in costs.

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Resolution Approving Grant of a Utility Easement to Central Hudson Gas & Electric
Corporation and The Brigs Living Trust Subject to Permissive Referendum

WHEREAS, the Coeymans Hamlet Sewer District owns land located at 67 Sewer Plant Access
Road (Tax ID # 168.00-2-14);

WHEREAS, the Briggs Living Trust which owns property located at Tax Map 1D # 168.00-2-13
has requested that the Town grant a utility easement of approximately 30 x 400 square feet for the
purpose of installing, operating, and maintaining certain telephone poles, electric wires, and related
appurtenances over a portion of the aforementioned Town property;

WHEREAS, the proposed easement would be granted in part to Central Hudson Gas & Electric
Corporation and in part to the Brigs Living Trust as more fully described in the easement
agreements;

WHEREAS, the proposed utility easement will not interfere with any purpose or needs of the
Town;

WHEREAS, the Town Board find that it is in the best interests of public health, safety and welfare
that Town properties be serviced by electric and gas utility companies;

WHEREAS, the Town Board after consultation with its engineers has considered and determined
that the amount of consideration to be paid for the easement to be fair and reasonable; and

WHEREAS, the Town Planning Board has considered the proposed project to install an overhead
electric utility line with poles and determined that the project is a Type Il action under SEQRA, 6
NYCRR 8§ 617.5(c)(13), and thereby exempt from environmental review,

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Supervisor is authorized to sign the
attached easement agreements with (1) the Central Hudson Gas & Electric Corporation for a utility
easement of approximately 30 x 190 square feet and (2) the Briggs Living Trust for a utility
easement of approximately 30 x 218 square feet; as more fully described in said easements; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the applicant will be responsible for the preparation,
acquisition, and filing of any site plans, building permit applications, permits or other actions as
may be required for the construction and maintenance of the utility line; and

Supervisor McHugh feels that section 165 will take some time to fix but he believes in the
proposed local law 3 it can be established that R1 will remain R. Both Mr. Stott and Supervisor
McHugh agree that many changes need to be made to the code.

Sara Pruiksma lives in the Hamlet of Coeymans. She came prepared with a list of topics she
wished to address. Ms Pruiksma asked how many newsletters we would be receiving.

Supervisor McHugh said the State of the Town would be once a year and newsletters will be
every other month. Mr. Pruiksma asked about the Conservation Advisory Committee and
strongly suggested this committee be reinstated. She also encouraged the Board look into cats as
well as dogs and feels there needs to be something about irresponsible pet owners in general.
Growing RCS will be hosting an event on April 1%t from 3-4:30 in which a video will be watched
about the “New Perennial Movement”. This event will happen at the RCS library.

Barbara Tanner lives in the Village. Mrs. Tanner said she appreciates the newsletters she
receives and Superintendent Baker’s updates on daily tasks. Council member Schmitt said many
people asked for newsletters to be sent while on the campaign trail.
